with a 2 inch drop in the tail. The mo-
tor has a 42mm Mikuni smoothbore 
carburetor, breathing through a K&N 
air filter and a heartbeat of a Andrews 
EV27 cam which to me is the best Evo 
cam on the market for a broad torque 
band without a highly modified motor. 
It also has Screamin’ Eagle adjustable 
pushrods and a Screamin’ Eagle per-
formance ignition module, topped off 
with a Vance and Hines 2 into 1 Pro-
pipe exhaust system. The bike runs 
extremely well and has never left me 
stranded. I am proud to say and, any-
one riding with me will agree, I am not 
easy on this machine whatsoever. On 
the highways, lane splitting at 100 mph 
and leaving stop lights sideways com-
ing out of a cloud of burning rubber 
and shifting, sometimes can happen 
when the rev limiter tells me to do so!!

“Bad Influence” 
 
This quarter I am honored to fill in for 
Kip Miller by writing this article as he 
is right now probably sipping a tall 
salty margarita at the pool bar in the 
Bahamas. I would like to feature my 
own personal "Daily Rider" a 1995 
Harley Badboy or FXSTSB that I 
picked up about 4 years ago. These 
bikes were only produced for three 
model years; 1995, 96 and 97. From 
the factory, it had a black springer 
front end, black rear struts, and a 
black oil tank which to me is the cool-
est as I am a big fan of springer front 
ends and blacked out vs. chrome 
hands down. This bike is also the first 
bike to feature floating rotors from the 
factory. The madness had all started 
when I sold my 2007 Roadking that, 
to me, was just another bagger and I 
had no real attachment to it. I was then 
on a mission to find another bike. I  
searched  the classifieds all down the 
east coast and finally Ebay. It was on 
Ebay that I had found this bike that 
was located in South Jersey and about 
a 3 plus hour trip away. Over the next 
few days I kept searching only to 
bring me back to this same bike over 
and over so I finally showed it to my 
wife. She looked at it and said, “If 
that's the one, go for it. Contact the 
guy and see what he has to say”. So I 
wrote the guy an email and then got 
his phone number to ask some ques-
tions about the bike. I was a bit hesi-
tant about making such a big purchase 
without seeing it first. I contacted the 
seller and we talked a bit about the 
bike and I asked why he was selling it. 
Come to find out he was in the mili-
tary and, being deployed often, he 
rarely rides it and was really having a 
hard time parting with it. After a bit of 
talking we then sparked an agreement 
that I’d give him a thousand down in 

good faith and the rest when I arrived 
at his door step. To sweeten the deal 
he even offered to give me my money 
back in full plus gas money for the 
trip if I was disappointed! I couldn't 
pass it up and, after making the trip, I 
fell in love with this bike and brought 
it back to CT. This bike has seen 
many modifications since leaving 
3700 Juneau Ave. in 1995, yet still 
maintains the original factory scallop 
paintjob that shines just as brightly as 
it did then. It has had 12" ape-hangers 
installed that were powder coated 
gloss black along with the front and 
rear brake calipers, headlight bucket 
and several other detailed parts. The 
minor detail of the Zambini Bros. 
Skull Ignition cover  is a bit sentimen-
tal to me seeing that it has been with 
me and on my bikes since my 
first 1972 Shovelhead that I bought 
when I was 18 years old. Some other 
parts include an 80 twisted spoke 
front rim, Progressive front shock
