Featured Bike! 
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Submitted by: Kip Miller, VP of B.A.A.C. 
This quarter’s featured bike is a special 
treat, a true piece of nostalgic American 
iron owned by B.A.A.C. member and all 
around contributor, Jesse Conroy. His 
custom chopper is what owning and riding 
Harley’s is all about. The bike is a 1963 
Panhead that the previous owner had 
swapped the top end out of with a 
Shovel…all of which sat in the original, 
uncut 63 swing arm frame.  In the winter 
of 2007, he completely disassembled the 
old beast, bought a rigid frame and began 
scouring the planet for pieces and 
parts  throughout the winter. While he 
wasn’t chasing down an obscure part or 
must have custom add-on, he was rebuild-
ing the motor and transmission, replacing 
gaskets and checking specs to make sure 
he was not going to be left on the side of 
the road due to poor maintenance or pure 
negligence.  The motor is a 1963 Panhead 
bottom end with an 86 cubic inch Shovel-
head top end.  Jesse went with S&S fly-
wheels, S&S pistons and rings in bored 80 
inch jugs and stuck with ported/polished 

Harley heads finished off with Manley 
valves and the ever popular (for good 
reason) S&S Super E carb.  He added a 
Sifton Cam and higher flow S&S oil 
pump fed by a round oil bag with an inter-
nal battery box for added insurance and 
reliability.  The transmission is set into a 
stock  HD case and is completely rebuilt 
with Andrews gears.  As expected, this 
bear is a kick-only machine. He runs a 1 
½” open belt drive primary with mouse-
trap clutch setup. In an effort to update 
the performance and reliability of the 
electrical system, Jesse installed a Cycle 
Electric generator with built-in regulator 
and paired that with Vulcan Engineering’s 
dual fire ignition.  With the mechanics 
taken care of, it was time to move on to 
the aesthetics of the chopped monster. 
Jesse decided to go with a 2” under, 
Wideglide frontend (with no brakes), 
topped off with 6” risers and 6” Z 
bars.  The gnarly nose of the bike tapers 
back to a late model Sportster tank, 
LePera solo seat and chopped rear fender
