Animal Control Division. He seemed like a 

genuinely nice guy who really cared about 

stopping all forms of animal abuse. He was 

the one who started the animal recovery farm 

at York prison where inmates bring large 

abused animals back to health. The intent of 

the law was to stop ñparking lot adoptionsò 

which is where out of state operators bring 

puppies under the guise of an ñadoption 

eventò and sell them. Many of the puppies are 

only a few weeks old, very sick, and when the 

event is over, the sellers are long gone. The 

animals are purchased at puppy mills in the 

south for $50 a piece and sold for hundreds. 

New Animal Importing Restrictions in Connecticut 
Until this law, there was no way for 

the state to regulate them. The prob-

lem with laws in general is that they 

are often too broad or too narrow. 

With this one they did their best. 
  
I was also upset that the pet stores 

were somehow exempted from the 

law and I again suspected that lobby-

ists were the culprits. In fact, they 

are exempted as they are regulated 

separately and more stringently 

through another set of regulations. 

Overall, the presentation calmed a lot 

of people down.

On September 17, I represented B.A.A.C. at 

the state sponsored symposium on the new 

animal importing restrictions recently passed 

by the state legislature. The public act is 11-

187 and can be viewed on the state of Con-

necticut website. Like most people, I was 

surprised by the law, had no idea where it 

came from, and figured the state and the vet 

doctors got together to pull a fast one on un-

suspecting animal groups. By the end of the 

seminar, I was over that. One of the speakers
